The original roof coverings were upgraded to natural slate due to the lack of suitable small format tiles available.  

Permission was granted by owners of connected roof elevations to maintain continuity of roof elevations.

Roof insulation was upgraded to PIR 45 mm foil backed.

All lead linings were removed and replaced with .6 Half hard copper.

Ridge capping were upgraded to copper ridge with a dry fixing.

Standing seam VM+ Zinc was used to re-clad dormer windows at rear.
New rainwater goods fitted to front elevations.

WEATHERING
